1. A Shareholder is entitled to appoint one or more proxies to exercise all or any of the Shareholder’s

rights to attend, speak and vote at the AGM. A proxy need not be a Shareholder of the Company
and a Shareholder may appoint more than one proxy in relation to a meeting to attend, speak and
vote on the same occasion provided that each proxy is appointed to exercise the rights attached
to a different share or shares held by a Shareholder. To appoint more than one proxy, the proxy
form should be photocopied and the name of the proxy to be appointed indicated on each form
together with the number of shares that such proxy is appointed in respect of.

This year, in view of the COVID-19 Measures, we are strongly urging all Shareholders to appoint
the chair of the AGM as their proxy.

If no voting indication is
given, your proxy will vote or abstain from voting at his or her discretion. Your proxy will vote

the number of shares registered in their name at that time. Changes to entries on the register of
members after close of business on 3 July 2020 shall be disregarded in determining the rights of
any person to attend or vote at the AGM (or appoint a proxy).

. Joint holders: In the case of joint holders, where more than one of the joint holders purports to

appoint a proxy, only the appointment submitted by the most senior holder will be accepted.
Seniority is determined by the order in which the names of the joint holders appear in the Company’s
register of members in respect of the joint holding (the first-named being the most senior).

. Corporate representatives: Any corporation which is a Shareholder can appoint one or more

corporate representatives who may exercise on its behalf all of its powers as a Shareholder.

In the event that a corporation authorises more than one person and more than one of them
purports to exercise powers as a Shareholder (a) if they purport to exercise a power in the same
way, the power is treated as exercised in that way; and (b) if they do not purport to exercise the
power in the same way, the power is treated as not exercised.

. Power of attorney: Any power of attorney or any other authority under which your proxy form is

signed (or a duly certified copy of such power or authority) must be returned to the registered
office with your proxy form.

. Latest practicable date: As at the Latest Practicable Date, the Company’s issued share capital

consisted of 442,033,518 Ordinary Shares of which 517,000 were held in treasury. Each Ordinary
Share (excluding Ordinary Shares held in treasury) carries one vote. The total voting rights in

the Company as at the Latest Practicable Date are 441,516,518, being the issued share capital
minus the Ordinary Shares held in treasury.
